They are trying to get a point across that, smoking will eventually kill them. In the picture it is showing two gentlemen smoking together, not just one individual, I believe hinting that one can receive pure pressure to go have a cigarette. 
	The primary audiences for this advertisement are the people who use tobacco products, of any age, gender and race. Trying to persuade them to quit smoking before it is too late, and every time they smoke they are slowly digging their own grave. With Text that explains in detail more of what it is doing to your body every time you smoke a cigarette. 
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
